Thank you for serving as a host teacher for one of our Education Department 
students.

Orange instructor upon completion of 10 hours of observation. 

 This folder contains all the information needed for field observation. 
Please keep it in a safe place in the classroom and have the student 
return it to his/her instructor at the end of the semester. 

 
Although we respect that you are busy, we would appreciate it if you would 
complete the Student Evaluation Checklist and return it in the folder or, for 
reasons of privacy, mail it at the end of the student’s time with you. We also hope 
that you might find time to speak with the student briefly about your career in 
teaching.
