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The printing of official College publications (catalogs, class schedules, brochures, business cards, etc.) must be 
coordinated through the Vice President for Institutional Advancement.  
 
The official logo of the College is a symbol representing the College. The official logo functions as a visual 
identifier equivalent to the written name of the College and may be used in a variety of applications for official 
College business only, with approval of the Vice President for Institutional Advancement.  
 
The Seal of the College represents the authority of the College, which is vested in the Board of Trustees. Only 
individuals authorized by the President may direct the use of the seal. 
 
 
The Board of Trustees directs the President to develop such procedures as to fairly implement this policy. 
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
